       



JRE 4” DODGE EXHAUST SYSTEM INSTRUCTIONS

· REMOVE OLD EXHAUST SYSTEM BY STARTING AT THE REAR AND WORKING FORWARD LEAVING THE RUBBER HANGERS ON THE TRUCK.

· A SAWZALL WORKS BEST FOR THIS.

· ON 98 AND UP TRUCKS THE TAIL PIPE HANGER BRACKET NEEDS TO BE MOVED BACK ONE HOLE POSITION, BY REMOVING THE TWO BOLTS, SLIDE THE HANGER BACK AND REINSTALL 1 BOLT.

· START BY INSTALLING THE FRONT PIPE AND MID PIPE WITH HANGER.

· ROTATE THE MID PIPE COUNTER CLOCKWISE (LOOKING FROM REAR) TO ALIGN THE DOWN PIPE, CHECKING FOR CLEARANCE AT THE TRANSMISSION CROSSMEMBER AND FRAME NEAR THE ENGINE.

· ASSEMBLE THE TAILPIPE SECTIONS AND HANG IT OVER THE REAR END.

· INSTALL THE MUFFLER ON THE TAIL PIPE AND POSITION IT SO THE BACK OF THE MUFFLER ENDS UP RIGHT UNDER THE FACTORY HANGERS.

· MEASURE FROM THE MID PIPE TO THE MUFFLER AND CUT THE EXTENSION PIPE TO LENGTH (DON’T FORGET TO INCLUDE THE 2”OVERLAP)

· INSTALL THE EXTENSION PIPE THROUGH THE 4” CLAMP HANGER INTO THE MUFFLER AND ON THE MID PIPE.

· SNUG CLAMPS STARTING AT THE FRONT AND WORKING TOWARD THE REAR.

· ALIGN THE SYSTEM, TIGHTEN ALL YOUR CLAMPS THEN WELD ON YOUR HANGERS.
